Professional Development Programs 

Objectives:

· To demystify the diversity and complexity of the Australian art industry, striving to open up pathways for disadvantaged artists towards a sustainable arts practice, whatever their circumstances and whatever their artform

· To create and develop professional opportunities for artists experiencing disability or disadvantage, their families and support networks

· To extend knowledge of and skill & experience in the diverse structures and sectors of the Australian arts community

· To reflect on, critique and debate contemporary community arts and cultural development practice

The following services are available to Access Arts Professional Development members:

Consultation - assisting an individual or group of individuals to clarify and address immediate concerns by following a systematic process
Career Coaching - enhancing a person’s competencies in a specific skill area by providing a process of observation, reflection, and action

Communities of Practice - to improve professional practice by engaging in shared inquiry and learning with people who have a common goal

Mentoring - to promote an individual’s awareness and refinement of his or her own professional development by providing and recommending structured opportunities for reflection and observation

Reflective Feedback - to support, develop, and ultimately evaluate through a process of inquiry that encourages understanding and articulation of the rationale for arts practice

Technical Assistance - to assist individuals and their organisations to improve by offering resources, information and supporting creative industry networking

Membership of the Professional Development program attracts an annual fee of $30 (in addition to the normal Access Arts membership fee).

The SAFE Fund

The SAFE fund has been established to provide fast, flexible assistance to emerging and professional artists living in Queensland experiencing disability or disadvantage. The significant costs of attending conferences, training courses or events and the lack of timely funding options can mean that opportunities are missed. Often a piece of equipment or a short period of mentoring could make all the difference to artists seeking professional careers. SAFE provides timely, one-off funding of up to $1000 for scholarships, grants or no interest loans throughout the year. Hence there is no closing date for applications. Professional Development Workshop Programs

Brisbane Outsider Artist Studio - BOA

BOA is a studio for artists who want to develop their visual arts skills to a professional standard. Before attending the BOA studio in Brisbane, members are requested to make an appointment with the visual arts coordinator to present and discuss their arts practice.

BOA studio is open two days per week. Artists receive professional development support, high quality materials and opportunities to exhibit in quality exhibitions. Members from outside Brisbane receive telephone support via a 1300 number for the cost of a local call and are invited to participate in BOA exhibitions.

BOA will run 4 x 8 week terms throughout 2011.
